SAFETY INSTRUCTION n

1. Read the operating instructions carefully before using the device.

2. The device must never be used as a substitute for a car battery.

3. Keep children and animals away from the working area of the device.

4. Only use the jump starter for 12V batteries.

5. Keep the clips and their connection points clean and tidy. Never connect the clips together.

6. Avoid using the device near explosive substances, flammable gases, or in dusty environments.

7. Avoid overheating the device, smoking near the device, and exposing the device to extreme moisture; keep the device
away from open flames and never immerse it in water.

8. The device must not be stored at temperatures exceeding 60 °C.

9. After successfully jump-starting the vehicle, disconnect the jump starter from the battery within 30 seconds to prevent
equipment damage.

10. Do not use the jump starter cable to charge other devices.
11. Keep it supervised while charging.

12. Using the device at current and voltage ranges other than those specified on the device nameplate may cause charging
and discharging problems and deterioration of battery capacity and performance. This is also dangerous and may
cause the device to malfunction.

13. When the battery is stored for more than three months, the product needs to be charged to ensure the normal
performance of the product.

4. Never do anything that may cause mechanical damage to the device.
5. Do not disassemble or transform the product without authorization.
6. If the device casing is bulged, leaking, or giving off an unpleasant odor, stop using the device immediately.

7. If you notice battery acid leaking from the battery, do not touch it with bare hands. If battery acid contacts the skin or
eyes, rinse immediately with plenty of running cold water and soap.

21. After starting the car with the jump starter, the temperature of the jump starter, please do not charge the jump starter
at this time, wait at least 8-10 minutes before charging.

22. Only use the jump starter cable supplied with the jump starter.
23. Do not charge the device immediately after jump-starting the vehicle’s battery.
24. Never use the device to start the vehicle's battery and charge the device’s internal battery simultaneously.

STEP 1 — First insert smart battery clamps into the port
of jump starter. If it is inserted completely, red indi-

STEP 2 - Connect the battery clamp to the positive and negative poles of the car battery (Red for the positive terminal and
black for the negative terminal).

Indicator of jump starter clamps will flash green - it means charging process has begun.

Troubleshooting: If smart battery clamps are illuminated with flashing red - polarities are reverse. Reverse the clamps
to correct position.

If red color is constant - the reason is short circuit, check the circuit.

Cause: Low voltage
Solution: Charge it

STEP 3 - Start the engine. Do not cycle the jump starter for more than
3 seconds, pause for 1 minute between jump start attempts. This is neces-

sary to let the jump starter battery cool down. S

Solution: Remove the clamps, try step 1.

STEP 4 — After successful start of the car the plug is withdrawn from the jump starter first, and then the battery clips are
removed from the positive and negative terminals.

Tip 1: Turn off any electrical devices in the vehicle before jump starting it.

Tip 2: If the vehicle does not start within 60 seconds of attempting ignition, stop and remove the clamps. Wait for
60 seconds and retry step 3.

AIR COMPRESSOR FUNCTION

1. Power on the air compressor and connect air hose to the inflate port of the compressor.

2. Attach the nozzle you need to air hose.

3. Choose needed mode by pressing “M” button (Car, Moto-bike, bicycle or sport equipment inflation mode).

4. Press and hold the “M” Button to choose Bar/PS|.

5. To shift from Bar to PSI - press and hold “M” button.

6. To start inflation process press the POWER button. When the inflation process is complete, air compressor
will stop autimatically.

Tip: The maximum pressure of the custom mode is 140 PSI, while the other four modes’ values are fixed to avoid damages

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Be careful! Air compressor hose is heating up during inflation process.
ATTENTION - DANGER! A Do not touch it directly while inflating as it may cause burns!

HOW TO USE LARGE-VOLUME MODE

Turn on the air compressor by holding the Power button for 2 seconds. Connect large-volume hose to large-volume
inflation port and attach needed nozzle out of available. Press “M” to choose large-volume mode.

Press Power button to start inflation process. When inflation is completed, remove large-volume hose.

Attach the hose to the suction hole for deflation, in such way you can deflate matrasses , boats and other large inflatable
products.

Don't let to operate the air compressor for more then 10 minutes of con-

tinuous work. Let the air compressor to cool down for at least 10 min.

You can adjust the time of inflation by 30 sec. The default inflation time
is 300 seconds.

HOWTO USE POWER BANK FUNCTION

Connect USB charging cable into USB port of air compressor and connect the other end of the cable to device you need
to charge.

LIGHTENING FUNCTION

Press the Light button to turn on the LED light of air compressar. Press Light button again to choose the mode you need(-
flashlight mode, strobe mode or SOS). Press the button again to turn off the lightening.

NOTE A When the battery is stored for more than three months, the product
needs to be charged to ensure the normal performance of the product.
